Section 1. Theoretical and methodological foundations of political geography. The political map
of the world and its historical changes.

Topic 1. Theoretical and methodological foundations of political geography. Political
geography (PG) as a science: approaches to definition. Political sphere (politicosphere) of social life as
an object of study of PG. Structure of PG (historical, theoretical, regional, sectoral, World Ocean).
Methods of PG. Chorological method. Levels of PG research: global and regional (macro level),
individual countries (meso level), individual districts, cities (micro level). PG — political regionalism —
regional political science — regional studies. Main problems of political and geographical research. The
place of PG in the system of tourism-economic, social-geographical sciences. Interdisciplinarity of
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research in PG, connections of the discipline with other social sciences, including political science,
sociology, history. Correlation of the fields of research of PG, geopolitics and political science. The
difference in their approaches to studying the state as an object of research. Modern tasks and
functions of PG (theoretical-cognitive, methodological, worldview-humanistic).

History of the development of political science. The essence and features of political thought of the
Ancient World (Democritus, Plato, Aristotle, Cicero), the Middle Ages and the Renaissance (F. Aquinas,
M. Padua, Dante, N. Machiavelli, T. More, M. Luther, J. Bodin, T. Campanella), Modern times (T.
Hobbes, J. Locke, C. Montesquieu, J.-J. Rousseau, T. Paine, I. Kant, H. Hegel, K. Marx, K. Ritter, etc.).
Stages of development of PG since the end of the 19th century. F. Ratzel - the founder of PG as a
systematic science. The role of Ukrainian geographers of the early 20th century (S. Rudnytsky, V.
Kubiyovych, S. Tomashivsky, V. Gerynovich) in the development of certain provisions of PG. The current
state of PG in Ukraine.

Topic 2. Political map of the world and its historical changes. The concept of a political map of
the world. Quantitative and qualitative changes on the political map of the world. Stages of formation
of the political map of the world. Ancient, medieval, new and modern stages of territorial changes on
the political map of the world. Political map of the Old World — Eurasia and North Africa. Major
historical rivers and ancient civilizations: Mesopotamia, Indus and Ganges, Yangtze and Yellow
Rivers. The first city-states of Mesopotamia. Slave states of Europe, Asia and Africa. Structure of the
political map of the Ancient East. Political map and civilizations of the Mediterranean (Phoenicia, the
Kingdom of Israel and Judah, the city-states of Greece, the empire of Alexander the Great, Carthage,
the Roman Empire). Specific features of the political map of the ancient world. Political map of
Eurasia and North Africa during the Middle Ages, its characteristic features. Prerequisites of the Great
Geographical Discoveries and their impact on the political map of the world. Spanish and Portuguese
empires. Colonial empires of the 17th-18th centuries: Dutch, French, British. Treaty of Westphalia and
the formation of the modern system of nation-states in Europe. Characteristics of the main stages of
the formation of the political map in the 20th century. Causes and consequences of the First World
War and territorial redrawing of the political map. Territorial results of the revolution in Russia.
World War Il and territorial changes after its end. Main features of the political map during the Cold
War. Consequences of the fall of the Iron Curtain. The collapse of socialist federal states and the system
of socialism as a whole. Political map of Europe and Asia at the present stage. "Hot spots™ on the
political map: Arab-Israeli conflict, Iraq and Kuwait, Afghanistan, Sri Lanka, Kashmir. Peoples without
statehood. Newly industrialized countries of Southeast Asia: causes and consequences of the economic
boom.

Ukraine on the PC of Europe and the world: political and geographical position, state territory, ethnic
lands, Ukrainian geographical space, political and geographical structure.

Topic 3. Modern world system. Modern world system. Current state of the political map of the
world. Probable changes in the political map of the world. Territories, countries, states. Composition
of the territory of the state. Political and territorial formations on the political map of the world.
Sovereign states. Sovereign states as the main subject of world politics and an element of the political
map of the world. The growth of the number of independent states during the 20th century. Dependent
countries and territories. The concepts of “colony", "protectorate”, "dependent territory", "trustee
territory”. Modern dependent territories and their varieties (loosely associated state, self-governing
state in free association with the metropolis, self-governing territory within the metropolis, overseas
administrative unit, etc.) and metropolises. Disputed territories. Waters (aquatic area) of the open sea
and the territory of Antarctica. Multinational functional entities: TNCs, international organizations,
regional organizations. Controversial and problematic issues of the state of the modern world PC:
dependent, non-self-governing, with uncertain status, self-proclaimed territories of the world.
International conflicts, their types (interstate; national liberation wars; internal internationalized),
objective and subjective prerequisites for their occurrence. "Hot" spots of the planet: the Middle East,
South Asia, the Caucasus, the Balkans, Central Africa, etc. Ethnopolitical conflicts: factors, ways of
overcoming them. Territorial claims. Separatism. Problems of territorial claims. Geography of specific
political entities (unrecognized self-proclaimed states, trust territories, condominiums, protectorates,
bantustans, disputed territories, etc.). Regionalist, autonomist and separatist ethnic movements, their
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geography (Scotland, Ulster, Basque Country, Corsica, Kosovo and Metohija, Transnistria, Crimea,
Abkhazia, Chechnya-Ichkeria, etc.).
Section 2. The state as a key element of the political system

Topic 4. The state is a key element of the political system. Geographical space of the state. State
borders. Objects of the political map: "state”, "country”, “territory”. Sovereignty. Historical
transformation of the understanding of sovereignty. Territorial-political organization of society. Types
and functions of territorial-political systems (TPS). The state as the most holistic TPS. Signs of a state:
people (substantive element), territory (territorial element), public state power (institutional element),
international recognition. Internal and external functions of the state.

Theories of the origin of the state (theological, patriarchal, social contract, subjugation, class;
geographical determinism, demographic, techno-economic, "night watchman™). Characteristics of the
state as a geographical object. Political and geographical position (PGP) of the state (macro-/global,
meso-/regional, micro-/neighborhood levels, landlockedness, use of international transport routes).
PGP assessment. Global PGP. Regional PGP. Neighborhood PGP.

Geography and its components (state territory, water area, air area), ethnic lands. Features of state
territory: configuration, shape, compactness, geographical center. Forms of state territory: island, on
archipelagos, peninsular, elongated, with enclaves, with exclaves, compact, with "corridors”. The
influence of the configuration of the territory on social processes in the state. Quantitative measures of
the shape of the state territory. Problems of territorial delimitation of the maritime space, continental
shelf, territorial waters, economic zones. Typology of states by the nature of the historical formation of
the state territorial structure. The "Mexico" principle. State territories with a special political regime
(action of exceptional laws, state of emergency, martial law; closed administrative units, extraterritorial,
leased, occupied, etc.). Political and geographical position of the country.

State borders. Stages of establishing state borders (allocation, delimitation, demarcation,
redemarcation). Features of establishing river and sea borders. Classification of state borders by
morphology (configuration), origin, history and duration of existence, historical conditions and sequence
of occurrence (land, sea, straight, winding, colonial, post-war, reunited, compensatory, restored,
imposed, contractual, non-contractual, established by a unilateral act). Functions of borders in the era of
globalization (barrier, contact, filtering), their relationship.

Topic 5. Administrative-territorial division of the state. Capitals, their functions and
classifications.
