The objects of current control of knowledge
of a candidate for higher education are
systematic and active work in classes; completion
of tasks for independent work. The following may
be subject to assessment: the level of knowledge
demonstrated in answers and speeches in practical
classes; activity in discussing practical class
issues; testing results, etc.

In case of failure to complete the tasks of the
current control, the candidate for the Higher
Education has the right to complete them
individually before the last practical lesson with
the permission of the head of the department. The
procedure for such control is regulated by the
teacher.

Final control. The task of the final control is to
check the student's understanding of the acquired
program material as a whole, the logic and
relationships between individual topics, the ability
to creatively use the accumulated knowledge, the
ability to form one's attitude to a certain problem
of the academic discipline, etc.

The results of the final control of learning
success are evaluated on a 100-point scale and
converted into academic performance scores on
the ECTS scale/national scale.

The following are established: maximum
points for completing tasks within the framework
of classroom work - up to 60 points (for
completing practical tasks, test tasks, including
independent work) and 40 points for completing
tasks submitted for final control . exam

The results of current and final control are
evaluated using a national (four-point) scale:

"excellent the student has firmly
mastered the theoretical material, deeply and
comprehensively knows the content of the
educational material contained in the main and
additional recommended literary sources, thinks
logically and builds an answer, freely uses the
acquired theoretical knowledge during the
analysis of practical material, expresses his
attitude to certain problems, demonstrates a high
level of mastery of practical skills, is fluent in the
state language;

- ""good"" - the student is fluent in the studied
volume of material , presents it in a reasoned
manner; freely solves exercises, provides concise
answers to almost all questions posed; but admits
certain inaccuracies and errors in the logic of
presenting theoretical content or during the
performance of a practical task and independently
