Course Subject

The subject of study is consideration of modern theories,
researches and features of providing psychological
assistance in today's realities. Students research current
issues related to psychological phenomena, research
methods, theoretical approaches and their practical
application. The course is aimed at deepening knowledge
about modern trends and challenges in the field of applied

psychology.

Objective

The purpose of the course is research and consideration of
modern and relevant issues in the field of psychology as a
scientific discipline and applied field (in English). The
course is aimed at familiarizing students with modern
theories, research and practices in psychology, as well as at
developing their analytical and critical skills in
understanding and comprehensively discussing current
issues related to practical challenges for successful work
and professional communication in the international
environment.

Decision-making: psychological analysis of the
process.

Topic 11. Health psychology: physical and mental health.

Psychological assistance during the adaptation
period.

Assessment Criteria for Student
Work

Assessment of the quality of students' knowledge in terms
of the organization of the educational process according to
the credit-transfer accumulation system is carried out by
means of current, final (semester) control on a 100-point
rating scale, on the ECTS scale and on the national rating
scale.

Control methods: observation of students' educational
activities, oral survey, written control, test control.

Types of control: current, final.

General evaluation system of the discipline: participation in
the work, the weight of the assessment is distributed by topic
(5 points), control work (20 points); the total number of
points is 100.

Control form: credit. The final control in the form of a credit
is issued to the student automatically depending on the
received sum of points for the current assimilation of the
theoretical material. The final (overall) grade of the course
is the sum of the grades (points) received for the individual
assessed forms of educational activity (current and final
assimilation of theoretical material).

Deadlines and Reassignment Policy: Papers that are
submitted late without good reason will be graded at a lower
grade, which is reduced by 10%. Rearrangement of
meaningful modules takes place with the permission of the
dean's office if there are valid reasons.

Course Policy

Attending classes is an important component of learning.
Students are expected to attend all lectures and practical




activities of the course. 1 absence is allowed for valid
reasons, which will not affect the grading system. Other
absences are made up within the deadlines set by the
instructor.

Students are required to adhere to the deadlines set for the
completion of all types of written work provided for in the
course.
